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Curriculum Intent

The MFL curriculum is designed to empower students to draw maximum cultural, personal and economic
benefit from the role of global citizenship. Through the promotion of oracy, expansion of vocabulary and
literacy we seek to enable students to communicate confidently and without barriers in a wide range of
social settings and media. In KS3 we believe that our curriculum and enrichment content goes far beyond
the requirements of the National Curriculum allowing for a seamless transition on their GCSE course once
they are in Y10.

In order to do this the MFL curriculum is sequenced to allow knowledge and skills to develop
simultaneously and progressively. By revisiting and enhancing key language skills in different settings
students develop their ability to recall, analyse and evaluate usage and at the same time build
independence and resilience.

We have a duty to ensure our students understand and engage with other cultures and traditions in
a respectful and inquisitive manner which will allow them to become more open-minded, empathetic
and adaptable to new experiences in the future at home or abroad. Ultimately, we aim to foster in
our students a love of languages by nurturing a linguistic curiosity, their self-efficacy and an intrinsic
motivation to explore and respect other languages, cultures and people.

Year 8 French Curriculum

Students study both Spanish and French in Year 8 for the first term giving them access to a broad
curriculum which explores languages and cultures from across the world. After Christmas, students
specialise in either French or Spanish, allowing them to explore their chosen language in a more detailed
and deeper manner. The topics covered in Year 8 allow students to discover new vocabulary and revisit
essential structures through a range of exciting and culturally relevant topics.

In this topic, students learn all about typical foods from the French speaking world and how to
describe their usual diet, give opinions and justify their opinions on food and drink.

Students have the opportunity to study a French film. Lessons are dedicated to learning key vocabulary
designed to enable students to describe characters and develop their opinions on the film. This topic
brings the learning to life for students, allowing them to develop their listening and speaking skills and
see the language they are studying bought to life on the big screen.

This topic
also reviews present tense verbs as well as further extends students’ knowledge of the Spanish speaking
world. We use the film Le Petit Nicolas en vacances to reinforce the language learnt.

This topic builds on the holidays knowledge and introduces students to the future tense and describing
events that are yet to take place. Students are also challenged to use “when” clauses and weather
phrases.
