Please help to support us by ensuring that appointments are made outside of
school time and through encouraging your child to attend school as much as is possible. | am
pleased to be able to report that we have 100 students in the year group who have managed
100% attendance over the course of the half term. Well done to each one of them.

We have also had a higher number of students being late to school and to lessons than |
would have liked. We made some allowance at the start of the half term as students settled
into a new timetable but there is now no excuse for anybody arriving late. Students who are
late will be expected to make the time up at break time or after school. It is nice to see many
of our students with high attendance and excellent punctuality which is the standard which
we strive for. We will be rewarding our top attenders with our first 100 Club event of the
year which will take place in the last week of the half term.

Uniform

It is nice to see our students looking smart as they arrive at school in a morning. It shows
that they represent themselves, our school and yourselves really well, both in the building
and in the wider community. Please continue to support this by making sure your child
leaves home every day with their School bag, Tie and equipment for the day.

Extra-Curricular Activities

It has been brilliant to see our Y9 students getting involved in a large amount of extra-
curricular activities. This is something | actively encourage everybody to do. Our Netball and
Football teams have competed well in a number of sporting fixtures. Both teams have
celebrated some outstanding victories in games against other schools.
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On top of all that, the Climbing, Basketball and Badminton clubs continue to go from
strength to strength.

Many of our students continue to take part in Music groups and competitions along with
Peri lessons.

Our History club has proved to be popular and as demand from the students increases, new
clubs are starting on a regular basis.

Our Sports leaders helped to run a Primary Cross-Country event with over 600 primary
school pupils involved. Their job was to ensure all runners followed the course but did this
and so much more: cheering the runners on, running the course with pupils who were
struggling and even leading on the warm up for all of the primary pupils. They represented
themselves and CCS brilliantly!

Overall, it has been an extremely positive first half-term of Y9, and | am proud of how the majority of
our students have started this academic year. Our Y9 students have continued to embody the Clifton
Way every single day, by never giving less than their best and rising to each and every challenge
which they come across.
